Kansas State University Women’s Soccer 

Italy – Venice, Florence area, Rome and Amalfi Coast 

 

Travel dates: 

June 8-19, 2025 

 

Itinerary: 

June 8 Departure from Kansas City airport.  

June 9 Arrival at Venice airport. Transfer to your accommodation. 

June 10 Day trip to Venice. The famous city of Gondolas is built on small islands 

connected by bridges. See the famous Rialto bridge and the San Marco 

church with its vibrant plaza. Evening game vs. a local team. 

June 11 Morning training session with your own coaching staff. Transfer to your 

accommodation in the Florence area. En route, optional stop in Bologna for 

sightseeing.  

June 12 Sightseeing tour in Florence. You will visit major sights such as the Duomo, 

Ponte Vecchio, the Oltrarno, the Palazzo Vecchio, Piazza Della Signoria, 

and of course Piazza Michelangelo. Evening game vs. a local team. 

June 13 Morning training session with your own coaching staff. More sightseeing in 

Florence, or, a day trip to Pisa, known for its Torra Pendente (Leaning Tower) 

and Viareggio, a popular seaside resort on the Mediterranean. 

June 14 Transfer to your accommodation in Rome.  

June 15 Sightseeing Rome. Visit the Colosseum, Trevi Fountain, Spanish Steps, the 

Arch of Constantine, the Palatine Hill, the most famous of the seven hills of 

Rome. Then, take a walk along the Via Sacra or 'Sacred Way', the main 

path through the Roman Forum that was used for triumphal processions, 

and visit the temple which houses the altar where Julius Caesar was 

cremated. Evening game vs. a local team. 

June 16 Additional sightseeing Rome – visit the Vatican and museum and tour 

Stadio Olimpico, home of pro team’s Roma and Lazio.  Visit other famous 

sights as well (Roman Forum, St. Peter’s Basilica, Catacombs of San 

Callisto, Pantheon, etc.), or day trip to Tivoli where you will find two 

UNESCO World Heritage Sites, Villa d’Este and Hadrian’s Villa.  

June 17 Transfer to your accommodation in the Amalfi Coast area.  

June 18 Take the bus on Amalfi Drive enjoying the amazing scenery stopping along 

some of the towns, like Sorrento, along the Amalfi Coast.  

June 19 Transfer to Rome or Naples airport and return flight.

• Accommodation in triple rooms (3 people per room – 3 separate beds) and all 

rooms include TV, telephone, a private bathroom, and air conditioning. 

• Double/twin rooms (2 people per room) are available at a supplement of $15.00 

per person per night and single rooms are available at a supplement of $40.00 

per person per night.

Rome: 4-star Hotel accommodation in Rome. 

• Daily breakfast and dinner included. 

• Not far from the center of Rome. 

• Accommodation in triple rooms (3 people per room – two double beds) and all 

rooms have a private bathroom, TV, and air-conditioning. The hotel has a 

lounge, restaurant, and bar. 

• Double/twin rooms (2 people per room) are available at a supplement of $25.00 

per person per night and single rooms are available at a supplement of $115.00 

per person per night. 

 

Amalfi Coast area: 4-star Hotel accommodation in a town along the Amalfi Coast, like 

Salerno. 

• Daily breakfast and dinner included.

TOURISTIC INFORMATION/SIGHTSEEING IN VENICE 

 

No need to pre-book any excursions. The easiest way to get from your hotel into Venice is to 

buy a return bus ticket from reception (currently €3.00-€ 4.00). The bus stop is located 150 

metres from the hotel. Take the 4 or 4L bus (runs every ten minutes) and in fifteen minutes you 

will be in Piazzale Roma. From here you can take the vaporetto (boat) #1 or #2 (currently 

€9.00) along the Canal Grande towards Rialto and St. Mark Square. Alternatively, you can walk 

around the city and reach St. Mark Square in about fifty minutes. Returning from Piazzale Roma 

catch the same bus 4 or 4L and get off in Corso del Popolo. 

 

Venice is the capital of the Veneto region in Italy. It is situated across a group of 117 small 

islands that are separated by canals and linked by bridges. These are located in the shallow 

Venetian Lagoon, an enclosed bay that lies between the mouths of the Po and the Piave 

Rivers. Parts of Venice are renowned for the beauty of their settings, their architecture, and 

artwork. The lagoon and a part of the city are listed as a World Heritage Site. 

 

Basilica di San Marco (Saint Mark’s Church): This elaborate church sits on the popular piazza by 

the same name. The church was built in honor of Saint Mark the evangelist, whose remains 

were stolen from their home in Alexandria, Egypt, and hidden in barrels of pork by a couple 

crafty Venetians, intent on bringing him to rest in Venice. 

 

Piazza San Marco (St. Mark's Square): St. Mark's Square, or Piazza San Marco, is considered by 

many to be the heart of Venice. As the largest square in Venice, St. Mark's Square is the only 

"piazza" in the city. All other squares are campis or campielli. Lining the square are multiple 

historical sites including St. Mark's Basilica, St. Mark's Campanile and Doge's Palace, as well as a 

number of restaurants, making it the perfect spot for leisurely people-watching and wine 

sipping. Along with intricate architecture and hearty plates of spaghetti carbonara, visitors will 

also be met with throngs of tourists, pigeons and vendors selling souvenirs. If you hoped to pick 

up a gondola hat or a carnival mask during your trip, this is the place you will find them. 

 

Rialto Bridge (Ponte di Rialto): Several centuries ago, if you wanted to cross the Grand Canal, 

the Rialto Bridge was the only way. Now there are other options, including the Accademia 

Bridge. The bridge's current incarnation is the handiwork of Antonio da Ponte, whose name 

translates to "Anthony of the Bridge," is built entirely of marble after collapsing multiple times 

from previous wooden designs. Predicted to fail by critics, the bridge still stands and is 

considered an engineering marvel. 

 

Grand Canal: Considered to be the main street of Venice, the 2-mile-long Grand Canal is one 

of the city's most popular and highly photographed attractions. Recent travelers recommend 

hiring a gondolier for a romantic (but expensive) row along the canal. 

 

Doge's Palace (Palazzo Ducale): Views from the Venetian Lagoon give the Doge's Palace an 

ethereal look — almost like it's floating on top of water. But it's fitting, as the Doge's Palace (or 

Palazzo Ducale) has witnessed an intriguing history in its role as the residence of the doge 

(leader), the seat of government and the palace of justice. Everything from execution orders to 

the affairs of Venetian leaders was carried out here; and a web of secret passageways and 

hidden doors reveals a decidedly mysterious past. 

 

  



 

 

SIGHTSEEING IN FLORENCE 2024 

 

Recommend excursion(s) to pre-book: 

• Tower of Pisa - Fee 

• Uffizi Gallery - Fee 

1) Tower of Pisa 

Prices: Leaning Tower $42.00 - Cathedral admission included  

The Leaning Tower of Pisa is the campanile, or freestanding bell tower, of the cathedral of the 

Italian city of Pisa, known worldwide for its unintended tilt to one side. It is situated behind the 

Cathedral and is the third oldest structure in Pisa's Cathedral Square after the Cathedral and 

the Baptistry. The tower's tilt began during construction, caused by an inadequate foundation 

on ground too soft on one side to properly support the structure's weight. 

2) Uffizi Gallery  

Prices: Adults: $38.00 per person. 

The Uffizi Gallery is an art museum located in Florence, and among the oldest and most famous 

art museums in Europe. In high season (particularly in July), waiting times can be up to five 

hours. Visitors who reserve a ticket in advance have a substantially shorter wait. Tickets can also 

be purchased from a lesser-used ticket window at the Orsanmichele that serves multiple 

museums. 

3) Cooking class  

Join an expert Italian chef for a memorable culinary experience in Florence, Italy. Explore 

fantastic authentic local neighborhood and take part in a hands-on 3-course pasta making 

class. Meet your chef and visit a local produce market first. Afterwards, you will reach the food 

studio and start your culinary adventure!

3) The Ponte Vecchio 

Prices: Free of charge. 

The Ponte Vecchio ("Old Bridge") is a Medieval stone closed-spandrel segmental arch bridge 

over the Arno River, in Florence, Italy, noted for still having shops built along it, as was once 

common. Butchers initially occupied the shops, but the present tenants are jewelers, art dealers 

and souvenir sellers. The Ponte Vecchio's two neighbouring bridges are the Ponte Santa Trinita 

and the Ponte alle Grazie. 

4) Siena - Piazza del Campo in Siena 

Prices: Free of charge. 

Piazza del Campo in Siena is considered one of the most beautiful places in the world. It has a 

characteristic shell-shape divided in 9 slices; you can admire this form from the top of the tower 

del Mangia. The Torre del Mangia in Siena requires an admission fee of $30.00 - U11s Free.

SIGHTSEEING IN ROME AND SURROUNDINGS 2024

• The Colosseum – Fee 

• the Vatican Museum & Sistine chapel - Fee 

• St. Peters & the Vatican City  

 

1) THE COLOSSEUM 

Full price: $32.00 per person. Includes The Roman Forum & The Palatine. 

The Coliseum in Rome is a grand structure which was built over 2,000 years ago as an 

amphitheater to host legendary gladiator contests and other public spectacles. The Coliseum 

has been partly destroyed and damaged through the years, however, impressive ruins have 

been preserved and are open to visitors. This grand historic arena was originally built to hold 

over 50,000 people and many of the original outer walls and facade still stand tall today.  

Please note that the Colosseum allows us to pre-book this excursion only 12 days before arrival 

of the group – subject to availability. 

 

2) THE VATICAN MUSEUM & SISTINE CHAPEL 

Full price: $41.00 per person   

Reduced price (school groups only): $24.00 per person – this is for young people, 6 to 25 years 

old. Must bring Student ID Cards and a signed letter from the school. 

A Guided tour of Vatican Museums hold a treasure to be discovered in active and creative 

ways thanks to the extraordinary richness and variety of the art collections, which embrace the 

history of human civilization, from the Ancient Egyptians and Etruscans to the Greeks and 

Romans, from the Middle Ages to the Renaissance up to contemporary times. Schools can 

choose a didactic activity which is compatible with the school syllabus. 

 

3) ST. PETERS SQUARE & THE BASILICA 

Price: Free of charge  

St Peter's Basilica in the Vatican City is an iconic and popular landmark of Rome. Regarded as 

one of the holiest sites in the Christian world, many make a pilgrimage to the cathedral every 

year to celebrate Mass with the Pope. Building work for this grand structure originally began in 

1506 and is the burial site of its namesake Saint Peter, one of the 12 apostles of Jesus. One of 

the key architects of the Basilica was Michelangelo and some of his original drawings for a 

section of the Dome were found as recently as 2007.

SIGHTSEEING IN AMALFI COAST/SORRENTO 

 

No need to pre-book any excursions.  

 

The Amalfi Coast is a stretch of coastline on the southern coast of the Salerno Gulf in the 

Province of Salerno in Southern Italy. The Amalfi Coast is a popular tourist destination for the 

region and Italy as a whole, attracting thousands of tourists annually. In 1997, the Amalfi Coast 

was listed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site as a cultural landscape. 

 

Amalfi Coast: Sorrento makes for a great base from which to visit the Amalfi Coast and the SITA 

buses run throughout the day from Sorrento to Amalfi. For a different approach hop on the 

ferry and get a unique look at Positano as you approach from the sea. The communities of 

Positano, Amalfi, and Arvelo are all beautiful and worthy of a visit. If time permits visiting only 

one, then, by all means, make it Positano. This stunning seaside community is built right into the 

side of the mountain and offers a dramatic landscape. 

The main attraction, however, is the famous Amalfi Drive which offers up some of the most 

amazing coastal scenery in the world. If you’re feeling adventurous then rent a car for a day 

and take a drive on this twisting, cliff-hugging drive. 

 

Cathedral of Sorrento (Duomo): With its beautiful clock tower, the Cathedral of Sorrento is 

easily recognizable and is centrally located on the Corso Italia, the main thoroughfare in the 

heart of Sorrento. The interior of the Duomo, as it is known, is in sharp contrast to the simple 

exterior of the church and treats visitors to some wonderful frescoes and a dramatic altar with 

a crucifixion above it.  

 

Old Sorrento: The old section of Sorrento is a wonderful place to get lost in its narrow streets and 

alleyways. Here you’ll discover colorful shops, quaint trattorias and the true essence of Sorrento. 

Spend a few hours wandering this section of town and you’ll know why Sorrento is such a 

popular destination. The old town center is home to numerous historical buildings including the 

Basilica of Sant ’Antonino and the complex of San Francesco, which includes the church, 

cloister, and convent. 

 

Marina Grande - Marina Piccola: Take a walk down to the Marina Grande and Marina Piccola 

for a different perspective on Sorrento. The easy walk down the cliff will be not so easy on the 

return trip but it’s worth the effort. Marina Piccola is the main port of Sorrento and where the 

ferries go to and from Capri, Naples, and Amalfi dock. Marina Grande is the old, former port of 

Sorrento that is now a quaint fishing village with excellent seafood restaurants and rustic homes 

and shops.
