Some Norway Cup facts: 1,700
teams, 32,000 participants, 50 nations, 80 fields, 3,810 games and
350 referees.

« The Norway Cup always starts with a spectacular parade through Oslo, where
participants wear their team kits and wave the various country flags.

o Approx. 60 well-maintained grass and artificial fields in and around the center of
Oslo.

Touristic information:
e Oslo: Oslo, the oldest of the Scandinavian Capitals, was founded by Harald

Hadrade in the 11th Century and is surrounded by Mountains at the head of a
70-mile fjord. Oslo is an easy-going city where history meets modernity. The city
boasts world-class museums, a lively nightlife, and plenty of outdoor activities
and many locals are keen hikers, skiers, or sailors.

« The Nobel Peace Center: this museum tells the story about the Nobel Peace Prize,
Peace Prize winners and their work, and the story of Alfred Nobel. The peace
centeris also a place for debates regarding social questions.

o The Astrup Fearnley Museum: Visit Astrup Fearnley Museum and see exciting,
modern art at the museum. You'll get to meet many different artists with many
different expressions.

« Vikingship house: Here you can find a unique collection of objects and ships
from the Vikings.

o Akershus Fortress: To Oslo, Akershus Fortress is an important part of the city’s
identity. The city center was established within the walls of the fortress in 1624. The
area around the fortress is popular amongst tourists during summer.
